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EXPLANATION AND AUTHORS NOTE
THE typical western map would display the world in such a way, that the center of the map is aligned to the Royal
Observatory in London. In most circumstances, however, this maner of printing the world distorts the extreme
eastern and western (relative to London, UB) hemispheres. This n e w political world map, free from
imperialist western influences and angles, puts emphasis on the vast continent of Asia.

In this map the author has chosen to depict politically disputed areas, such as Yushu
and Patagonia, as simple as possible. Though the nature of these areas deserve further
explanation. The boundrary between Tibet and the Ma Clique, as of 1936, fluctuates
greately with time. Skirmishes and raids from both sids frequently bring carnage
and destruction to this place as the two actors cannot agree on a common
definition of their borders. The PWF in Patagonia is a de facto seperate
state from the rest of Argentina. But only fellow syndicalist and oToL
revolutionary states recognise it as being seperate from
Argentina. One of which, Chile, exerts considerable
influence over Patagonia.
